and click on search button.

To perform a basic search fill in name or part of name of an author 
(possibly followed or preceded by *) either in Arabic or Latin script.
For an exact search the wild cards = and " " can be used.
Complete information on the transliteration system can be found on the 
MPP and IHODP page.

Information is given on the name of the actor and 
basic chronological data, if available.
